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Dear Parishioners,

In today's gospel passage from the evangelist Mark, Jesus
is referred to as the Son of Man. The title Son of Man indi-
cates that Jesus is the Judge who will come at the end of time
to judge the living and the dead. There will come a day then,
which we do not know, when we will stand before Jesus. This
should be a day of tremendous joy for us, not a day to fear or
to be afraid. For we will see the good Lord face to face at
last.

When we live as people of faith, we have nothing to fear.
Our faith reminds us and compels us to give of ourselves to
others, to minister to those in need and above all to love God
and our neighbors as ourselves. This is what Jesus commands
us to do on a daily basis. We are capable of doing this be-
cause we have been loved first by God. God has taken the
initiative to love us. If we have loved our brothers and sisters
in Christ, then standing before and seeing Jesus should be a
joyous encounter.

There is a spiritual exercise that I learned when I was in
the seminary. Before you go to sleep, reflect back on the day
to see what you did or did not do to be loving in word and in
deed. This can be a wonderful opportunity to grow in our
faith, and to grow closer in our relationship with God and with
one another. Every day gives us the chance to make a posi-
tive difference in the world, and to make someone's life a little
better with our love.

How Did We Get the Gloria?

The origins of the Gloria come from the Scriptural praises of
the angels at Bethlehem. The earliest Christians of Greece and
Syria sang a version of this song of praise at dawn on the cele-
bration of Easter. Gradually in the East, this song of praise
made it into the conclusion of daily formalized morning pray-
er.

It did not make it into the Western Church until the sixth centu-
ry when it first appears, probably by way of Gaul, in the Pope’s
Christmas Mass at Rome. The Gloria was then popularized by
Bishops at special Masses and Feasts of Martyrs. By the elev-
enth century, the Gloria becomes a part of all Sunday Masses,
except Advent or Lent, and festive occasions.

In its earliest presentations, the Gloria was a simple song sung
by all the assembly. With more sophisticated musical composi-
tions, it came to be sung in either two parts or together by eve-
ryone. The Gloria is meant to be sung, or sometimes spoken,
right after the Penitential Rite and just before the Collect, or
Opening Prayer. As part of the Introductory Rites of the Mass,
liturgists over the years believed in the value of this ancient
song of praise. If we are mindful, it can be a joyful expression
of our faith in God’s goodness as well.
