Epiphanies (Thereôs more than one!) 

 

Epiphany means to have a new awareness of something. 

Itôs like that ñAh-hah!ò moment,  

or the lightbulb going on in your head! 

 

In the Church, we usually use Epiphany to refer to the Magi  

coming to visit the newborn King of the Jews, Jesus.  

They may have had an idea of who they were searching for, 

but when the found him, the reality of who they found  

was a new awareness that Jesus was not only the King of the 

Jews,  

but the promised Messiah and Savior of us all. 

 

But there are other Epiphanies in the Gospel stories  

that we have been listening to in recent weeks.   

Mary has an epiphany when the angel comes to her in the 

Annunciation.  

Elizabeth, and her unborn son John, have epiphanies  

when Mary comes to visit them.   

The shepherds, the people of Jerusalem,  

and even King Herod have epiphanies about the true identity 

of this child,  

even though they respond very differently to the information! 

 

Todayôs Gospel of the wedding feast is another Epiphany.   

This time it is Jesusô disciples who see something new about 

him,  

something miraculous.   

They get a glimpse into Jesusô true identity and his mission,  

to love people with an over-flowing love!   

Jesus can change our ówateryô lives into the óchoicest wineô 

kind of lives!  

He fills us to overflowing!  What an epiphany for all of us!

Dear Beloved Parishioners, 

     On this Second Sunday in Ordinary Time, we are given the 

first miracle that performs in the gospel of John.  It takes place at 

a wedding in Cana.  One of the themes that runs throughout the 

gospel of John is the theme of signs.  The miracle of changing 

water into wine is a sign that reveals something about Jesus.  

Jesus has a certain power that no one else has.  He is quite differ-

ent than all the others.  His words have a certain authority.  Mira-

cles are performed to instill faith in people. 

     By performing this miracle, the disciples of Jesus begin to 

believe in him.  Even today, Jesus continues to perform all sorts 

of miracles for us.  We see them not so much with our eyes, but 

with our hearts.  Miracles are all around us.  For the evangelist 

John, the heart sees everything so very clearly.  Faith is a matter 

of the heart.      

     Although we are just beginning Ordinary Time, every day is 

other than ordinary.  Miracles happen every day.  When new life 

comes into the world, that is a miracle.  When the sun sets and 

rises, that is a miracle.  When we see and help those in need, that 

is a miracle.  When we treat others with dignity and respect, that 

is a miracle.  When we love, that is a miracle.  These are mira-

cles in a sense because these extraordinary acts that we perform 

interrupt the ordinary, mundane activities of daily life to make a 

difference in someone's life thereby instilling hope in their 

hearts.  Hopefully, we see with our hearts how active and in-

volved God is in our lives because he works through each and 

every one of us.  At least he desires to.  Allow yourself to be a 

miracle to your brothers and sisters in Christ.  May the good 

Lord bless you throughout the New Year.
