Dear Beloved Parishioners,

As your pastor, it is my responsibility to take good care
of our Church and to take good care of you. [ am very
pleased to inform you that both roofs of St. Denis Church
and rectory were replaced during the summer. At first, we
only expected to replace the Church roof. After inspecting
all the roofs, the contractor stated that the rectory needed to
be replaced as well. The total costs of both roofs is
$53,000.

Even though the Church roof was in need of replace-
ment the past several years, the cost was never made part of
the Parish Budget. Consequently, we had to dip into the
checking account fund which is used to pay for the monthly
operating expenses. Waiting another year to replace both
roofs would not have been wise. Fortunately, we have al-
ready collected $17,000 dollars. To help cover the costs of
$36,000, I have made a contribution to help pay for both
roofs. Iinvite you to join me in contributing what you can
to help pay for the roof of our Church as well. Whatever
amount you can give would be greatly appreciated and ben-
eficial. Any excess amount will be used for future parish
improvements. Kindly designate your donation as Roof
Appeal.

The Breaking of the Bread

At the Last Supper, we are told that Jesus took
bread into his hands, said the prayer of praise, then
broke the bread. Initially, this was the only action that
occurred between the blessing and the sharing of the
consecrated bread. This breaking was seen as a ges-
ture of sharing, a sign of unity. In fact, the Eucharist is
often referred to as the “Breaking of the Bread.”

When loaves of bread were eventually used for
larger crowds, assisting priests and deacons would
break the bread prior to Communion. When the West-
ern Church adopted unleavened bread in the form of
small hosts, only the priest broke the larger host, but
the celebrant is instructed to share some of that host
with the congregation as a symbolic gesture of unity.
(This is the wedge-shaped piece you might receive in-
stead of the round host.)

In our understanding of this Eucharistic ritual,
let us rely on the words of St. Paul,”The bread that we
break, is it not a participation in the body of Christ?
Because the loaf of bread is one, we, though many, are
one body, for we all partake of the one loaf.” Dede
