What We Believe 

 
Dear Parishioners,   

     The audacity and arrogance of the disciples James and John is quite 

shocking.  They not only make unrealistic demands from Jesus, but they 

also expect him to fulfill them.  The disciples presume that they will be 

able to sit in seats of power and authority when Jesus comes into his 

glory.   

     I was taught about service when I was in the seminary, but I did not 

really learn about it until I served in the military.  Your pastor served in 

the military as a naval chaplain assigned to the Marine Corps.  In order 

to be with the Marines, I had to undergo additional training called 

CREST, which stands for chaplain religious specialist expeditionary 

survival training.   This was done at Camp Pendleton near San Diego, 

CA.  Part of the training required us to spend ten days living out in the 

field doing various evolutions, which taught us how to live and what to 

do during war time. During that time, we ate MREs, slept in tents, and 

got dirty and sweaty without the opportunity of taking a shower.  One of 

the evolutions that we performed was an obstacle course that involved 

jumping in and out of a large hole filled with water, crawling on our 

backs and stomachs in 6 inches of muddy water under barb wire and then 

negotiating through other obstacles.   

     That is what Christian service is like.  Being a servant of the Lord 

often requires us to get dirty, muddy and smelly.  A life of service is not 

glamorous at all.  Our military service men and women make tremen-

dous sacrifices so that we can pursue our way of life.  They do not draw 

attention to themselves.   They quietly go about carry out their duties.  

We as Christians are called to do the same.  A Christian way of life is a 

life of service.  We live for a higher purpose and for a greater cause.  As 

Christians we are challenged to serve God and our brothers and sisters in 

Christ.  How heroic a life that is, and what a wonderful way to live our 

lives.   May we always be faithful to our call of service.           

The Sign of the Cross 

One of the first things we do with the PreK students is to teach 

them how to make the Sign of the Cross.  When they have mas-

tered this task, I always ask them “What shape did you just 

make?” Some of the kids are surprised that they have made a 

cross and some of them don’t seem to know what the cross is 

just yet-- but sooner or later they all know.  Teaching this over 

and over again through the years somehow keeps the symbol 

real for me, too.  Mindfully calling God by name while signing  

the cross, and saying “Amen” can actually be a profound pray-

er. 

Initially, the first Christians never used the Sign of the Cross to 

define themselves.   The Sign of the Cross was a gesture which 

began in the 2nd century as believers began to understand how 

Christ’s selfless suffering on the cross was intrinsic to the tri-

umph of the Resurrection.  By the 4th century, the Sign of the 

Cross was incorporated into many sacramental rituals.  Still, as 

a signing at the beginning of Mass, the Sign of the Cross did not 

emerge until the Middle Ages with the medieval introduction 

of private prayers that the priest said at the foot of the altar. 

Today most of us seem to pray the Sign of the Cross 

“automatically,”  but revisiting it with attention might renew in 

us a deeper meaning.
