Statement with respect to Mass Shooting in Orlando 

 

Another senseless act of violence leaves us 

all stunned and horrified.  As people of faith 

we know the folly of responding in kind.  A 

violent response of any kind would only 

further spread this spiritual disease which 

has infected our society like a cancer.  In-

stead, we stand in solidarity with all those 

affected by this atrocity, for regardless of 

race, religion or personal lifestyle, we are all 

beloved children of God, called to respond 

to the mystery of iniquity with love and 

compassion.  I ask all Catholics to join me 

in praying for the victims and their families 

struck by this cowardly act of terror in Or-

lando, and for the first responders attending 

to them in their time of suffering.

The Washing of Hands 

Why does the celebrant wash his hands during the 

Liturgy of the Eucharist?  Ritual washing was cus-

tomary in Judaism so this was a natural adaptation 

for early Christian liturgical practice. This religious 

gesture is meant to express the celebrant’s desire 

for interior purity before entering himself and all of 

us into the sacred mystery we are about to cele-

brate. 

The ritual of this hand washing began outside of 

Rome and over time one or more verses from Psalm 

26 accompanied this action.  Today the priest says 

the words, "Lord, wash away my iniquity and 

cleanse me from my sin" (Psalm 50:2, Psalm 51:2 in 

the Hebrew). This can be found in the “Order of the 

Mass” section of the Sacramentary (see also the 

General Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM), 

nos. 76, 118, 145). The priest’s washing his hands is 

an expression of the reverence and solemnity he 

has in the role of celebrant.

Luke 9:18ï24 
Jesus asks his disciples, ñWho do you say I am?ò 
 
In this Sundayôs Gospel, Jesus is praying; then he turns to the disciples 
to ask them who ñthe crowdsò say he is. The disciples answer that people 
say he is one of any number of the prophets who have died, from the 
recent John the Baptist to a prophet from long ago. He then asks the 
disciples directly who they say he is. Peter answers for them that Jesus is 
the Messiah of God. Immediately Jesus tells them not to tell anyone, not 
because he doesnôt want people to know, but because they donôt under-
stand what being the Messiah means. Jesus then answers his own ques-
tion about his identity by explaining who he really is ðone who must 
suffer, die, and be raised on the third day. 
 
He then explains to all present what true discipleship really is. It means 
following in the same path as the Messiah, suffering and dying. True life 
is found by giving up life.
