     When I was a wee lad, I lived in a very small and rural 

town in the San Joaquin Valley called Kingsburg.  Every 

morning I would take the school bus to school.  The bus 

would go down numerous country roads to pick up the 

other kids.  One morning the principal of the school  drove 

the bus.   

     The bus was stopped by the sheriff.  He got on the bus 

and whispered in the ear of the principal.  They both took 

off immediately.  At the time, none of us knew what was 

going on.  Later in the day we had heard that the principal 

' s daughter was hit by a car on a country road while riding 

her bike to school.   She died that day.  She must have 

been nine or ten years old.  She had her whole life ahead 

of her.  For some reason, God took her to heaven that day.   

That our whole life is 

still ahead of us.  Today's gospel reminds and urges us to 

be vigilant at all times.  None of us knows when the Mas-

ter of the house will come for us.  He comes on his own 

time not ours.

The time we spend with our 

loved ones is time well spent.  Treasure those moments.  

Try not to take life for granted.  Say I love you to your 

family each and every day and hug them good and long.
